GUIDELINES  for  CALCASIEU  KENNEL  CLUB  MEMBERS

Revised 10-10-95

To elaborate on Article III, Section 5(c) of the Calcasieu Kennel Club Bylaws, the statements below have been set forth as a guideline for Club members to follow.  A consistent disregard for any or all of these guidelines shall indicate a disinterest in the goals of the Calcasieu Kennel Club, Inc. and shall be grounds for expulsion proceedings by the Board of Directors.

1.  A member’s primary goal for a breeding program should be the improvement of the breed, not to supplement one’s income.

2.  Breedings will be directed toward producing dogs of exceptional quality in breed temperament, type, and function.  Only dogs and bitches free of disqualifying faults and of characteristic type should be bred.

3.  Members should test for heritable health problems in their respective breeds and should not cause to be bred an animal possessing any such problem, i.e., Hip Dysplasia, Progressive Retinal Atrophy, etc.

4.  Members should consider not breeding a bitch less than one year of age or older than eight years of age and limiting the total number of litters produced by a bitch to six.  The minimum age for a stud dog should be nine months with a ceiling of twelve years.

5.  Members should follow ethical practices in breeding and sales agreements.  Written agreements in all dealings are strongly encouraged.  Dogs offered for sale must be presented honestly regarding their pedigrees, potential, and faults.  Non-show quality puppies should be placed/sold with limited registration.

6.  No member shall cause to be bred any unregistered dog or bitch.

7.  Members should not list their males at public stud, i.e., newspapers, bulletin boards, grocery stores, etc.  Advertising to sell breeding-quality puppies or adult dogs or offer stud services should be in dog-oriented publications.  Newspaper ads are acceptable for the placing of non-show quality dogs.

8.  Members shall not engage in the wholesaling of litters or the selling of breeding stock to commercial sales operations, nor shall dogs be supplied for prizes, raffles, lotteries, or auctions.

9.  All members should conduct themselves in all aspects of the sport of dogs in a manner designed to reflect credit upon their breed(s) and our club.
